The Mount Joy Township Board of Supervisors met this date, as publicly advertised, at the Mount Joy Township Building located at 902 Hoffman Home Rd., Gettysburg, Pennsylvania. Social distancing was implemented.  Fewer than 10 persons were in attendance. Attendees individually elected to wear masks.  
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.

HEARING ON PROPOSED FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT ORDINANCE
Call to Order:  Public Hearing, duly advertised, opened at 7:01 p.m. on the proposed ordinance titled:

An Ordinance to minimize flood damage to person and property by regulating structures and development in flood hazard areas; requiring all persons to obtain a floodplain management permit for any construction or development in flood hazard areas if allowed as reconstruction/repair or by variance; setting forth minimum requirements and procedures for issuance of such permits; providing for variance and appeal; and providing for enforcement and penalties for any person who fails or refuses to comply with the requirements of this ordinance.
Public Comment: 
Steven Yerger, 175 Bulk Plant - requested to see published redrawn maps. Solicitor Susan and Township Engineer, Erik Vranich directed him to where he can see the maps online.

Sandra Yerger, 175 Bulk Plant – inquired about differences between current and proposed ordinances. Solicitor Smith identified the differences. 
Solicitor Smith reviewed additional revisions in response to the final comments of the PEMA/League reviewer. 
Mr. Mazer moved, seconded by Mr. Scholle to close the Public Hearing. Motion carried, unanimously.

· Monthly Finance Report: Mr. Updyke moved, seconded by Mr. Scholle to accept the monthly finance report for May 2020. Motion carried, unanimously. 
· Bills Paid Report: Mr. Patterson moved, seconded by Mr. Scholle to accept the monthly bills paid report for May 2020. Motion carried, unanimously. 
Police Report Mr. Gormont reported there were a total of  132 calls for the month of May, eighteen (18) criminal, six (6) traffic (either an accident or traffic stop), one hundred thirty-one (131) service/general calls and seven (7) calls where no response was required.   Mr. Patterson moved, seconded by Mr. Updyke to accept the May Police report.  Motion carried, unanimously. 

Road Report Mr. Gormont reported that the road crew were working on base repairs and that the shop maintenance is almost complete. He also gave an update on the upcoming repairs of Low Dutch Road and Barlow Two Taverns Road. Low Dutch Rd will be closed the third and maybe fourth weeks in July. DEP is allowing sand bags to be placed to stop water flow while the project is underway. 
Engineer's Report: Mr. Updyke moved, seconded by Mr. Scholle to accept the Engineer’s report for May 2020. Motion carried, unanimously. 
Zoning and Code Enforcement Officer’s Report: Mr. Updyke moved, seconded by Mr. Patterson to accept the Zoning Officer and Code Enforcement Officer’s report for May 2020. Motion carried, unanimously.
Planning Commission Report:  Ms. Hare reported that a Planning Commission meeting was held for the month of May at which it made a recommendation on the AAR Plan.  The Planning Commission also received training from the Solicitor and Engineer on traffic studies and traffic improvement requirements. 
Sandra Yerger asked about the recommendation.  She was informed that the recommendation would be reported later in the meeting.

Subdivision/Land Development Plans
