The Mount Joy Township Board of Supervisors met this date, as publicly advertised, at the Mount Joy Township Building located at 902 Hoffman Home Rd., Gettysburg, Pennsylvania. Social distancing was implemented.  Fewer than 25 persons were in attendance. Attendees individually elected to wear masks.

· Supervisors’ Regular Meeting Minutes for June 18, 2020.  Mr. Scholle moved, seconded by Mr. Updyke, to approve the regular meeting minutes for June 18, 2020.  Motion carried unanimously. 
· Supervisors’ Workshop Meeting Minutes, July 2, 2020.  Mr. Patterson moved, seconded by Mr. Updyke, to approve the workshop meeting minutes from July 2, 2020.   Motion carried unanimously.


Solicitor’s Report:  Mr. Updyke moved, seconded by Mr. Scholle, to accept the Solicitor’s report for June 2020.   Motion carried unanimously.

Police Report:  Mr. Gormont reported there were a total of 106 calls for the month of June, 13 criminal, 17 traffic (either an accident or traffic stop), 65 service/general calls and 11 calls where no response was required.

 Mr. Gormont reported that the new F-350 truck has arrived. The road crew has been mowing. They are also preparing for the culvert work on Low Dutch Rd. Low Dutch Rd. will be closed starting next Thursday and will be closed for about 3 weeks.

Subdivision and Land Development:  No plans.
Committee Reports:

· Personnel: (Patterson and Updyke) Mr. Patterson moved, seconded by Mr. Updyke to hire Patrick Chrismer at $22 per hour in the position of fulltime road crew and starting on August 17, 2020 and to raise Shane Wise to $22 per hour. Motion carried, unanimously. 
· Finance: (Gormont and Updyke) No report.
· Roads: (Gormont) No report. 

Business:
· Reaffirm June 30, 2020 phone poll to change the Brookview Conditional Use hearing date from August 26, 2020 to August 27, 2020. The date change was requested by the School District. Mr. Patterson moved, seconded by Mr. Scholle to reaffirm phone poll to change the Brookview Conditional Use hearing date from August 26, 2020 to August 27, 2020. Motion carried, unanimously. 
· Solicitor Smith discussed the upcoming Brookview Conditional Use hearing on July 22, 2020 and said that there is a plan to hold the hearing in accordance with the Governor’s assembly mandate. 

· Traffic Signal Pole PennDOT letter dated June 26, 2020 - Solicitor Smith explained that PennDOT was reminding municipalities of their duties following a pole failure at an unidentified place in the State.  She noted that PennDOT burdens all municipalities with the responsibility for maintenance of traffic signals, including the traffic poles.  There is an agreement with the Outlets that they are the responsible party for maintenance of the traffic signal. 
· Winter Municipal Services Renewal - Winter Traffic Service Agreement - Mr. Patterson moved, seconded by Mr. Updyke to accept the Agreement with PennDot. Motion carried, unanimously. Mr. Updyke moved, seconded by Mr. Patterson to authorize John Gormont to sign the Agreement on behalf of the Board. Motion carried, unanimously. Solicitor Smith noted that these agreements are regular agreements and could be pre-authorized in similar fashion to stormwater maintenance agreements. Mr. Scholle moved, seconded by Mr. Patterson for pre-authorization of these agreements by the Board and authorizing the Board Chairperson to sign on behalf of the Township and report the action at the next meeting following signing. Motion carried, unanimously. 
· Zoning Ordinance and Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance Amendments. Solicitor Smith reviewed proposed amendments to the Zoning Ordinance regarding flag lots directed by the Board at its workshop meeting and drafted with the Township Engineer and Zoning Officer.  Ms. Smith also reviewed additional amendments suggested by the Zoning Officer to extend zoning permits from 6 months to one year, as well as amendments to correct grammar and spelling errors. Mr. Patterson moved, seconded by Mr. Scholle to refer the proposed amendments to the Zoning Ordinance to public hearing. Motion carried, unanimously. Mr. Scholle moved, seconded by Mr. Patterson to set August 20, 2020 as the date for public hearing. Motion carried, unanimously. Solicitor Smith reviewed proposed amendments to the Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance regarding flag lots, directed by the Board at its workshop meeting and drafted with the Township Engineer and Zoning Officer. Ms. Smith also reviewed additional amendments suggested and drafted with the Township Engineer to the definition of Land Development, as well as amendments to correct grammar and spelling errors. Mr. Scholle moved, seconded by Mr. Patterson to refer the proposed amendments to the Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance to public hearing and to set August 20, 2020 as the date for public hearing. Motion carried, unanimously. 
· Shared UCC Board of Appeals - Solicitor Smith discussed the UCC Shared Board of Appeals’ recently proposed fee schedule and obligation of the Township to collect and administer the fee. Solicitor Smith recommended that the Board adopt a resolution to adopt the UCC Board of Appeals’ proposed fee of $1,050 with administrative expenses which exceed the fee additional costs the Township. Solicitor Smith will prepare a resolution for the next meeting. 
· Low Dutch Rd. (Keller Property) Stormwater Management - Solicitor Smith reviewed the proposed easement agreement in lieu of eminent domain for land to be used as a culvert. The property owners are in agreement, but if the federal government does not agree, then the proposed Declaration of Taking will be filed if necessary. Mr. Scholle moved, seconded by Mr. Patterson to authorize by Resolution the filing of or attaching to the easement agreement the Declaration of Taking of the property of Cynthia and Richard Keller for the purpose of construction and maintenance and storm water management improvements for Low Dutch Road. Motion carried, unanimously. Resolution No. 14 of 2020.
