The Mount Joy Township Board of Supervisors met this date, as publicly advertised, at the Mount Joy Township Building located at 902 Hoffman Home Rd., Gettysburg, Pennsylvania. Social distancing was implemented.  Fewer than 25 persons were in attendance. Attendees individually elected to wear masks.  The meeting was conducted virtually; the general public remote accessed the meeting (StartMeeting).
Call to Order:  

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.  During approximately the first ten minutes of the meeting individuals protesting outside the Township building blared car horns and revved car engines which could be heard in the meeting room.

Mr. Gormont and Shane Wise also completed the Dirt & Gravel Road training which allows the Township to get a grant from the state.
