	Public Comment on the following proposed ordinances:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF MOUNT JOY, ADAMS COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, CHAPTER 110, ZONING, TO PROVIDE FOR AND ESTABLISH REQUIREMNTS AND STANDARDS FOR FLAG LOTS AND TO CORRECT ERRORS AND OMISSIONS

Tom Newhart (720 Plunkert Rd) – concern that proposed amendment to Section 110-111 allows or does not address large-scale distribution warehousing

Sandy Yerger (175 Bulk Plant) – Echoed Newhart comments and noted Planning Commission recommendation to BOS concerning proposed amendment to Section 110-111

Township Planning Commission recommendations dated August 11, 2020.  Solicitor Smith noted that at its workshop meeting the Board had acknowledged the Planning Commission’s intent to discuss provisions in the Zoning Ordinance for warehouse and other uses.

	Business

· Quotes for Barlow Two Taverns. Mr. Vranich discussed the three quotes solicited by the Township. Quotes were submitted by G.B. Groft Inc., Clearview Excavation, and Hobbs Excavating for base quote A-labor and equipment for culvert replacement-excluding pavement restoration and for quote B-labor and equipment for culvert replacement-including pavement restoration. Mr. Mazer moved, seconded by Mr. Patterson to accept Bid A-1 from G.B. Groft Inc. in the amount of $19,800.00. Motion carried, unanimously. 
· PennDot Scoping Meeting on Traffic Impact Study for “Burns Development Plan” (SR 97, 2.7 miles west of Two Taverns Rd). Mr. Updyke moved, seconded by Mr. Mazer to authorize the Township Engineer Erik Vranich to write a letter responding that the Township wishes to attend the scoping meeting on the Traffic Impact Study for “Burns Development Plan” and include additional intersections and other concerns at this time, including a pedestrian walk. Motion carried, unanimously. 
The additional intersections that the Board identified for study are:

Solicitor Smith noted that the notice from PennDOT of the scoping meeting was the only communication or notice received by the Township about the proposed project and that the developer had not communicated with or made a filing with the Township.  

	
	Other Business (not on the agenda)

Solicitor Smith discussed the extension of the Governor’s Emergency Proclamation.

Solicitor Smith discussed and President Trump’s pronouncement for deferral of  an employee’s payment of social security taxes. 

Chairman Gormont provided the Board with a draft of the 2021 budget for their review and discussion at the September 17, 2020 Regular Meeting. 

Reaffirm phone and email poll for purchase of mower. Mr. Updyke moved, seconded by Mr. Patterson to reaffirm email poll for purchase of mower. Motion carried, unanimously. 

Solicitor Smith informed the Board of Mr, Alexander’s filing with the Court relating to his claim that the Township used chemicals to clear weeds on his property.
