REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
Thursday, September 17, 2020
7:00 P.M.

The Mount Joy Township Board of Supervisors met this date, as publicly advertised, at the Mount Joy Township Building located at 902 Hoffman Home Rd., Gettysburg, Pennsylvania. Social distancing was implemented. Fewer than 25 persons were in attendance. Attendees individually elected to wear masks. The meeting was conducted virtually; the general public remote accessed the meeting (StartMeeting).

Roll call was taken for all votes.

Public Comment (opened).   Board recognized that Start/Meeting was active but that audio/visual was not operating because of technical issue.  StartMeeting restarted at 7: 18 P.M.

Mr. Gormont identified the subjects of the written comments and indicated that each Supervisor had received a copy of the written comments.

· Supervisors’ Regular Meeting Minutes, August 20, 2020. Mr. Updyke moved, seconded by Mr. Scholle to approve August 20, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes. Motion carried, unanimously. 
· Supervisors’ Workshop Meeting Minutes, September 3, 2020. Mr. Updyke moved, seconded by Mr. Patterson to approve September 3, 2020 Workshop Meeting Minutes. Motion carried, unanimously. 
· Solicitor’s Report. Solicitor Smith presented report.  Solicitor Smith repeated announcement made at prior public meetings regarding the Burns project for which there has been no submission to the Township and that the only notice of the project  received by the Township was PennDOT’s announcement of a TIS scoping meeting.  Ms. Smith also reported that the County had issued correspondence on the appointment of an administrator for the County’s Action Plan on DEP’s Chesapeake Bay Plan- Phase III, the agriculture uses focus of the Action Plan, and the County’s expectations as to the municipalities’ involvement.

There is an issue when turning from Plunkert onto Roberts because of the milk trucks; they are looking into the widening of the intersection. The Barlow Two Taverns box culvert project will soon begin.

· 2021 Budget. Supervisors reviewed the draft budget.  Mr. Patterson moved, seconded by Mr. Scholle to proceed to advertise the budget for required 20 days prior to public hearing on October 15, 2020. Motion carried, unanimously. 
· Bob Sharrah-waiver request for shared driveway for 3711 Taneytown Rd. Mr. Sharrah explained inability to meet PennDOT requirements for individual driveways, proposed shared driveway and requested Supervisors’ position.  Supervisors had no concerns.  Mr. Sharrah will submit formal request for modification of SALDO requirement. 
· Brookview Conditional Use. Solicitor Smith presented dates available for hearings following receipt of conflict dates. The Supervisors set the additional dates for the continuation of the hearings: October 21, 2020; November 9, 2020; and November 18, 2020. Solicitor Smith reviewed possible procedures for the receipt of public comment following the close of  hearings/submission of evidence. The Supervisors discussed the receipt of public comment from. Mount Joy Township residents and landowners 5-minute increments, 10 per hour, scheduled by sign-up with the Township. Written comments also will be received.  The written comments will be distributed to each Supervisor and made available at the Township to the public for inspection.  The Township will publish notice and instructions for the receipt of public comment.  Mr. Scholle moved for the Township to proceed as described; seconded by Mr. Patterson. Motion carried, unanimously 4-0; Updyke 4 1 abstained. 
· Mr. Vranich reported on the complaint from the Courtyards HOA regarding uncompleted landscaping in the basin. Mr. Vranich indicated that the required as-built plan has not yet been submitted and that landscaping would follow the completion of basin work. Mr. Vranich will send a letter to The Links at Gettysburg addressing the requirement to make the submissions and complete the work.
