MINUTES

OCTOBER 19, 2023 REGULAR MEETING  
The meeting was an open meeting, also conducted as a remote meeting through the ZOOM platform.  Attendance was taken by roll call. The meeting was called to order at 7pm.
Present:  Bernie Mazer, Chairman; Terry Scholle Vice Chairman; Gil Clark; Todd McCauslin; Christine Demas
Also Present: Susan Smith, Solicitor; Erik Vranich, Township Engineer; Shannon Hare, Secretary and Zoning Officer and Code Enforcement Officer 
Chairman/Vice-Chairman Comments: Chairman Mazer had no comments. 
Vice-Chairman Comments: Vice-Chairman Scholle had no comments.
Public Comment. None
Approval of Minutes. Hearing no objections, Chairman Mazer reported the Board’s approval of the September 21, 2023 minutes as drafted. 
Solicitor’s Report. Solicitor Smith presented her report for the period following the September regular meeting. Supervisor Scholle moved, seconded by Supervisor Clark to accept the Solicitor’s report. Motion carried, could not hear Supervisor Demas’ vote. Chairman Mazer reported I’s have it.
Engineer’s Report.  Engineer Vranich presented his report for the period following the September regular meeting. Supervisor Demas moved, seconded by Supervisor Clark to accept the Engineer’s report. Motion carried, could not hear Supervisor Demas’ vote. Chairman Mazer reported I’s have it.
Omnibus Motion to Accept the Following.  Hearing no objections, Chairman Mazer noted the Board’s approval of the reports of the Treasurer, Police, Zoning Officer and Code Enforcement Officer, Planning Commission, Land & Sea, Open Records Officer and Volunteer Fire Companies as presented. 
Correspondence- Correspondence listed on the agenda was acknowledged.
Subdivision and Land Development Plans.
· Final Minor Subdivision Plan Dean Shultz Property. The plan had been tabled for the Township Engineer to further investigate records relating to Clapsaddle Rd. The conclusion is that there is no definitive evidence that Clapsaddle Road is a public road beyond what was previously identified by the Township Engineer based on public records. The Township has not done any improvements for over 70 years. If there are any private access issues, that is between Mr. Shultz and that private entity. There are two written waiver requests:  SALDO 86-13.B(16) & 86.18.B Supervisor Demas moved, seconded by Supervisor Scholle to approve the waiver from SALDO 86-13.B(23) for the depiction and dedication of additional right-of-way to 50’ for Clapsaddle Road along the documented 33’ public road right-of-way.  Motion carried, unanimously, as reported by Chairman Mazer. Supervisor Demas moved, seconded by Supervisor Scholle to approve the waiver from the requirement of SALDO 86-18.B. (for the depiction of building setback lines. Motion carried, unanimously as reported by Chairman Mazer. Supervisor Scholle moved, seconded by Supervisor Demas to approve the Final Minor Subdivision Plan pending satisfaction satisfactory of the com ents on the review letters of the Township Engineer and Township Zoning Officer both dated August 30, 2023. Motion carried, unanimously, as reported by Chairman Mazer. 
Business 
· Appoint Terry Scholle to Planning Commission to finish term expiring December 31, 2024. Supervisor Clark moved, seconded by Supervisor Mazer to appoint Supervisor Scholle to finish the term of a resigned commissioner expiring December 31, 2024. Supervisor Demas asked why these positions are not advertised and candidates interviewed. She said that she knows there are other interested persons.  Supervisor McCauslin said that the Township needs to be more transparent and so he agreed with Supervisor Demas. Supervisor Clark said that he agreed to the process for the four-year term, but because of the lack of a quorum at this past month’s Planning Commission meeting Supervisor Scholle who served on the Planning Commission and as its Chair for three years should be appointed to fill the unexpired term. 
Public Comment.

Steve Yerger-Both he and his wife expressed interest in serving on the Planning Commission

Carol Holtz-If people are interested, they would show up at the meetings.
There was a roll call taken for the votes. Supervisor Clark and Chairman Mazer voted yes; Supervisors McCauslin and Demas voted no. Supervisor Scholle recused because members of the Planning Commission are paid. The vote was a tie. 

· Septic Pumping Extension Request 1590 Highland Ave Rd. Supervisor Demas moved, seconded by Supervisor McCauslin to allow a 6-month extension for the septic pumping at 1690 Highland Ave Rd. Motion carried, as reported by Chairman Mazer. Supervisors Scholle and Clark’s votes were inaudible. 
· Gettysburg Fire Company Third quarter financial disbursement. Supervisor Demas moved, seconded by Supervisor McCauslin to approve Gettysburg’s third quarter financials and the disbursement of funds. Motion carried, as reported by Chairman Mazer. Supervisors Scholle and Clark’s votes were inaudible. 
· Barlow Fire Company Third quarter financial disbursement. Supervisor McCauslin moved, seconded by Supervisor Demas to approve Barlow’s third quarter financials and the disbursement of funds. Motion carried, as reported by Chairman Mazer. Supervisors Scholle and Clark’s votes were inaudible. 
· Links at Gettysburg Garrison Falls Financial Security Release. Township Engineer Erik Vranich stated that as a follow-up to the conditional financial security release approved on September 21, 2023, his office has performed additional inspections and have confirmed that the only outstanding item remaining is the completion of the As-Built Plan. After discussions with the developer, Township Engineer Vranich is recommending that the Township modify the prior action for release of the full financial security release to a reduction instead. This would allow the Township to continue to hold an amount sufficient to cover the completion of the As-Built Plan. Township Engineer Vranich recommends a motion to approve a financial security reduction for the Links at Gettysburg Garrison Falls Phases IIA, IIB, and IIC from a total amount of $211,257.42 to $9,000. This action would supersede the previous financial security release action taken by the Board of Supervisors on September 21, 2023. Supervisor Clark moved, seconded by Supervisor Demas to approve a financial security reduction for the Links at Gettysburg Garrison Falls Phases IIA, IIB, and IIC from a total amount of $211,257.42 to $9,000 for the final completion of the As-Built Plan. Motion carried, unanimously, as reported by Chairman Mazer. 
· Contribution to full-time employee health insurance. Treasurer Bruce Hartman said that the proposed contribution would reimburse full-time employees for their health insurance for the remainder of 2023. He said that it has also been added to the proposed budget for next year. Supervisor Demas moved, seconded by Supervisor Clark to approve reimbursement of full-time employee’s health insurance for the remainder of 2023. Motion carried, unanimously, as reported by Chairman Mazer. 
· Proposed Budget. Chairman Mazer stated that the Board has had the proposed budget for a month and has had time to ask questions of the Treasurer. He is asking the Board to refer the proposed budget to the public and to vote to approve it next month. The proposed budget is balanced. There were questions about QuickBooks and what version will be used next year and a line was added for the employee health insurance. Supervisor Scholle moved, seconded by Supervisor Clark to approve referring the proposed budget to the public for the mandatory 20-day inspection period. Motion carried, unanimously, as reported by Chairman Mazer. 
· The Board announced its’ intent to enter into executive session at the conclusion of the meeting to discuss personnel matters. 

Adjournment. With no further business to be discussed by the Board, Supervisor Scholle moved, seconded by Supervisor Demas, to adjourn the meeting. Motion carried, unanimously. Meeting adjourned at 7:44 pm.
