· Opening bids and award of bid for 2007 GMC Truck. One bid was received. The bid was from Olinger’s Paving, LLC and was for $7,142.89. Mr. Mazer moved, seconded by Mr. Scholle to ​​​​​​reject the bid and to try to sell the truck on the Municibid website. Motion carried, unanimously. 
· Reaffirm email poll to authorize a meeting of Saxton & Stump and consultants with the Zoning Officer, Township Solicitor, and Township Engineer regarding 3045 Baltimore Pike conditioned upon payment of administrative fees and an advance payment consistent with fees incurred and billed to other similar requesters.  Mr. Patterson moved, seconded by Mr. Scholle to reaffirm email poll authorizing the meeting conditioned upon payment of administrative fees and an advance payment consistent with fees incurred and billed to other similar requesters. Motion carried, unanimously. 
· Resolution establishing a procedure to dispose of personal property of the township having individual and aggregate values of less than two thousand dollars. Mr. Patterson moved, seconded by Mr. Scholle to adopt a Resolution establishing a procedure to dispose of personal property of the township having individual and aggregate values of less than two thousand dollars. Motion carried, unanimously. Resolution 15 of 2020.
· Comcast Franchise Agreement. Solicitor Smith discussed the Comcast agreement and asked for authority to negotiate the short version of the agreement with Comcast. The Board also asked to bring up relooking at service to Hoffman Home Rd. and removing the Township phone number from subscribers’ bills. The Board authorized Solicitor Smith to negotiate the agreement. 
· Links Phase I Preliminary/Final Subdivision Plan for the Villas at the Retreat at the Links of Gettysburg and Phase II Preliminary/Final Subdivision Plans for the Villas at the Retreat at the Links of Gettysburg Letter of Credit. There was discussion on the Letters of Credit proposed to be issued by BayVanguard in substitution for current ACNB Letters of Credit. Bay Vanguard is not a Pennsylvania or federally chartered bank as required by the MPC for performance security for subdivision and land development plans.  The Board agreed to accept the BayVanguard Letters of Credit for a limited period of four months and to release the ACNB Letters of Credit.  Rick Klein, represented by counsel, agreed to resolve the MPC noncompliance issue by offers of compliant performance security on or before the expiration of the BayVanguard Letters of Credit.
· ZHB applications and appeals and representation of the Township Solicitor. The board authorized Solicitor Smith to represent the Township in Gettysburg Concrete Co. application for a variance to increase the height of storage silos from the maximum height of 50 feet in the BPC-O zoning district to 85 feet for the asphalt batch plant and to 56 feet for the concrete batch plant. The property, owned by New Enterprise Stone & lime Co, Inc., bears the address 1745 Baltimore Pike, Gettysburg, PA, and is identified as tax parcel number 30G14-0062A. And Brandenburg & Stein Funeral Parlor, Inc. appeal from the Zoning Officer’s determination that the application for a zoning permit for a funeral home use did not demonstrate compliance with certain design standards for off-street parking or include a written determination from PennDOT regarding whether a highway occupancy permit is required for the proposed change in use of the property from a church to a funeral home.  The property, owned by Grace Lutheran Church, bears the address of 3045 Baltimore Pike, Gettysburg, PA, and is identified as tax parcel number 30H15-005.
