The Planning Commission recommended conditional approval with the conditions stated in the Zoning Officer’s letter dated October 20, 2020 and stated in the Engineer’s letter dated October 23, 2020, comments 2, 3, and 6. Mr. Mazer moved, seconded by Mr. Patterson to conditionally approve the plan upon satisfaction of the comments from the Engineer’s letter dated October 23, 2020 and the Zoning Officer’s letter dated October 20, 2020.
